commandments = divine rules, sent by God and listed in the Old Testament

denomination = a recognised branch of the Christian Church

Eucharist = sharing bread and wine to remember Jesus

God = the Christian supreme being, creator and ruler of the universe

Holy Communion = sharing bread and wine to remember Jesus

influence = having an effect on the character, development or behaviour on individuals or groups of
people

influential = having great influence over someone or something

Jesus = God incarnate, known as the son of God, the Saviour or Messiah (chosen one)

Last Supper = the last meal shared by Jesus and his disciples before his crucifixion

Mass = sharing bread and wine to remember Jesus

salvation = Jesus’ life being sacrificed through the crucifixion so that humankind can be saved from
sin and the way back to God is opened to them

Saviour = Jesus, who saved people from sin and opened the way back to God through his crucifixion
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
